How safe is your child while staying 

overnight at a another home?  All chil-

dren at one time or another ask, 

“Mom, can I sleep over at my friend’s 

house.  His/her Mom said it’s ‘OK’.”   

What are the biggest risks?  Upset 

tummy or lack of sleep because it’s a 

different environment?  Actually by 

speaking with the parents before the 

sleepover may cause you to discover 

some fire dangers.  Or, you can be 

peaceful in knowing your child is in a 

safe environment. 

Not surprising is the fact that most of 

home fire deaths happen at night. 

When speaking to the other parent 

find out if there is a working smoke 

alarm; if the sleepover will have adult 

supervision.  If not, reverse the invita-

tion and have the friend sleepover at 

your house. 

Fire Departments follow NFPA rec-

ommendations by teaching children 

about the importance of fire escape 

planning in a positive, non-

threatening style. Parents should 

practice fire drills in their homes.  

Children should be taught two ways 

out of heir home.. Before you permit a 

sleepover at a friend's, discuss the 

importance of knowing how to escape 

from a fire wherever you are, includ-

ing friends' homes.  Children should 

be taught to ask their parents about 

fire safety in their home, and to tell 

you what might  makes them feel un-

safe. 

When it's your turn to have other chil-

dren stay overnight in your home, 

make sure they know a fire escape 

plan. 

  

Before you say "yes" 

A checklist to help parents and care-

givers consider hazards and make 

decisions about slumber parties and 

sleepovers. 

 

  A.  How well do you know the home? 

  B.    Is the home clean?  

  C.  Does it appear to be structurally 

sound? 

  D.  Is the home in a safe area? 

  E.  Does the windows and doors have 

bars? 

You should know that the bars have 

quick release devices inside, so your 

child could get out in an emergency. 

  F.  Is your child comfortable in the 

home and with all the occupants? 

  G.  Are you comfortable leaving your 

child in the home overnight 

  H. How well do you know the        

parent(s)? 

  Are they mature, responsible and 

conscientious? 

  Will they supervise the children 

throughout the stay? 

  Are they cautious with smoking ma-

terials i.e., matches and lighters, and 

candles? 

  

Ask the parents... 

  If they have working smoke 

alarms on every level, inside and out-

side each sleeping area? 

 If the alarms are interconnected? 

  If they have practiced a fire escape 

plan that includes two ways out and a 

meeting place outside? 

  Where will your child be sleeping?  

  Is there a smoke alarm in the room?  

  Are there two escape routes from the 

room? 

   Will the parents walk through their 

escape plan with your child? 

  Do the parents prohibit bedroom  

candle use by children? 

When it comes to the safety of 

your child, one can never be too 

careful!
